Disconnect the fan from power mains prior to any maintenance operations.

Ensure that the fan is routinely cleaned to keep the fan surfaces free from
dust and dirt.

The procedure for removing parts for cleaning is shown in figs.

Clean the impeller blades with a soft cloth or a brush and a mild soap
solution, whilst avoiding any liquid splashing directly on to the motor. Clean
the impeller blades thoroughly at least once every 6 months.

Operation recommendations
1. Clean the fan regularly to keep it free from dust, dirt and foreign objects.
2. Check all fastenings and connections periodically.

3. Check connections, periodically. Check the impeller for possible blade
damage, check for high vibration as this may indicate bearing wear and
check all connections to ductwork and ancillaries.
